Empty Oil Pails and Jugs

if they contain any type of oil, water or product in them. Check
in your communities whether there is a business which accepts
used oil for recycling.

Tire Recycling
All passenger, light truck and implement tires have been picked
up from the transfer stations for recycling on May 12, 1 you
wonder why tires with rims have not been collected, it is
because there are not sufficient numbers to make a full load.

Batteries
It is illegal for any type of batteries to be left at our transfer

station sites. They are considered hazardous materials. For
auto or implement batteries check in you local community if
someone does collect them. Other type of batteries can be
recycling through the household hazardous waste roundup.
